Statewide 
    Transportation Funding 
¶ Senate Bill 262  Sponsor ï Senator Dave Schatz 
¶ What the bill does: 

¶ Phases in a 12.5-cent motor fuel tax increase over 5 years. 
¶ Authorizes rebates of the additional tax paid and outlines the electronic process to 
claim a refund. 

¶ Exempts vehicles in excess of 26,000 lbs. from claiming refunds. 
¶ Creates an electronic claim process for a pre-existing exemption on non-highway fuel 
purchases. 

¶ Phases in an increase in fees for alternative-fuel vehicles. 
¶ Establishes an Electric Vehicle Task Force to study the impact of electric vehicles on 
transportation funding. 

¶ Increases the maximum age of motor vehicles required to have odometer readings 
recorded in certain circumstances. 

¶ This bill provides a once-in-a-generation opportunity to address the stateôs transportation 
investment shortfall and enjoys strong bipartisan support. 

¶ This bill provides an opportunity to increase revenue for roads and bridges without imposing 
a mandatory tax increase on Missouri citizens. Those who pay the increased state motor fuel 
tax can claim a refund. 

¶ This bill has passed the Senate and is moving to the House soon. A similar, but slightly 
different bill is also working its way through the House. 

¶ This will provide much needed funding for municipal and county transportation projects.
